 GENERAL ACCOUNTABILITY 
The Field Technician (FT) will serve as a resource to the WFN Lands and Resources Department, 
primarily working on mine sites assisting with daily field operations. The Field Technician will play a key 
role in water monitoring, pump system management, and light mechanical duties.  
 
NATURE AND SCOPE OF POSITION  
The Field Technician will provide support for de-watering and site maintenance on a rotational 
schedule. This position will involve physical labour and being comfortable working outdoors is an asset. 
They will also assist the technical staff with environmental and resource management work when 
required.  They will have the opportunities to advance their career and skills through training and 
networking. 
 
KEY DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES  

• Pump system maintenance and observations. 
• Lifting, moving, and unloading equipment. 
• Complete safety and job-related paperwork as required. 
• Coordinate and assist with various water quality checks and system maintenance. 
• Collect, compile, analyze, and manage data, including but not limited to biological, chemical, 

and geographic data. 
• Comply with all Health, Safety, and Environmental requirements while working in the office and 

the field including requirements specific to mining sites and the WFN. 
• Report policy breaches to the supervisor or Director as soon as possible. 
• Maintain field and office equipment in working order, correct or report defects or unsafe 

conditions. 
• Maintain confidentiality when dealing with sensitive information or speaking with unauthorized 

person
